Especially for exchange students, a 60 hour Erasmus Intensive Language Course (EILC) is offered in September and in January - a must for students who will be attending classes in Dutch. The EILC is an initiative of the European Commission. Erasmus students who sign up for this course qualify for an EILC grant, which allows them to participate for free. Students who have been granted this EILC scholarship receive a supplementary Erasmus grant from their National Agency or home institution for the duration of the course.

2. If accepted, the Erasmus contact person should forward the form by e-mail to eva.vervecken@ua.ac.be before the application deadline mentioned above. 
Students from Belgium and Switzerland are not eligible for an EILC scholarship, but they can still attend the Dutch EILC. They can apply for a voucher with the International Relations Office, which entitles them to sign up at the reduced rate for exchange students: € 85.
